I.
STATEMENT

A. AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. (“AT&T”), and XO Colorado, Inc. (“XO”), filed a Motion to Amend Procedural Order, or, in the Alternative, to Strike Improper Rebuttal Testimony on July 26, 2001.  The Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”), supported by Commission trial staff, filed a Motion to Strike Portions of the Rebuttal Testimony and Exhibits of Qwest Witness Dick Buckley on August 1, 2001.  Qwest Corporation responded to the AT&T/XO motion on August 1, 2001.

B. At the prehearing conference on August 3, 2001, I held my ruling on these respective motions in abeyance.

C. Upon further consideration and in light of the limited purposes for which the rebuttal testimony was offered, the motions to strike of AT&T/XO and the OCC, respectively, are denied.  I also decline to amend the procedural order, as requested by AT&T/XO.

II.
ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The hearing commissioner:  1) denies the motion of AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., and XO Colorado, Inc., to Amend Procedural Order, or, to Strike Improper Rebuttal Testimony; and 2) denies the Office of Consumer Counsel’s Motion to Strike Portions of the Rebuttal Testimony and Exhibits of Qwest Witness Dick Buckley.
