statement

A. On July 1, 2001, the Nucla-Naturita Telephone Company filed Advice Letter No. 70 with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”).  On July 27, 2001, the Commission issued its Decision No. C01-776, Order Suspending Effective Date of Tariffs and Notice of Hearing (“Suspension Order”), in this matter.  Among other things, the Suspension Order set the matter for hearing and established deadlines for the filing of exhibits and written testimony.

B. Interventions have been filed in this proceeding by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) and by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.

C. By telephone conference call initiated by the Staff on August 14, 2001, all parties to this proceeding jointly request that the deadlines established by the Suspension Order for the filing of exhibits and written testimony be extended in order to facilitate settlement discussions.  Good grounds having been shown, the parties’ request will be granted and the subject filing deadlines will be modified as set forth in the order below.

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. The parties’ request for an extension of the deadlines for filing exhibits and written testimony in this matter as previously established in Decision No. C01-776 is granted.

2. Nucla-Naturita Telephone Company shall file with the Commission an original and three copies of all exhibits and direct testimonies, and shall effect proper service of the same on or before October 5, 2001.

3. The Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel shall file with the Commission an original and three copies of all exhibits and answer testimonies, and shall effect proper service of the same on or before November 9, 2001.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
