I.
STATEMENT

A. On September 18, 2001, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission filed a Motion to Allow Testimony by Telephone and for Waiver of Response Time (“Motion”) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion requests that two out-of-state witnesses, Mr. Canter and Mr. Stalberger, be allowed to testify at the hearing of this matter via telephone.  The Motion represents that the Respondent, Mozammel H. Tipu, doing business as Angel’s Transportation does not object to the relief requested therein.  

B. The Motion establishes good grounds for allowing Mssrs. Canter and Stalberger to testify via telephone.  The desirability of securing the testimony of these individuals in this manner outweighs the expense and inconvenience of requiring their personal attendance at the hearing.  The Commission has equipment available that will allow such telephone testimony and cross examination of the involved witnesses should not be inhibited.  Accordingly, the Motion will be granted.  Since the Motion is unopposed, the applicable response time thereto will be waived.
