STATEMENT

A. On October 18, 2001, Applicant, Freedom Cabs, Inc. (“Freedom”), filed three discovery-related motions (“Freedom Motions”) in the captioned consolidated proceedings.  The Freedom Motions request that sanctions be imposed against Intervenors, Metro Taxi, Inc. (“Metro Taxi”), Denver Taxi, LLC (“Denver Taxi”), and Boulder Taxi, LLC (“Boulder Taxi”) (collectively, “Intervenors”) as a result of Intervenors’ alleged failure to respond to discovery.

B. By correspondence dated October 22, 2001, Freedom advised that it had received satisfactory responses to its discovery from Denver Taxi and Boulder Taxi.  It requested, therefore, that the Freedom Motions directed to those entities be withdrawn.

C. The Freedom Motions request that the applicable response time be waived.  That request will be denied.  However, given the rapidly approaching commencement of the hearing of these matters, the normal 14-day response period will be shortened.  Any desired response to the Freedom Motion directed to Metro Taxi must be filed on or before 5:00 p.m. on October 23, 2001.

D. Legal counsel for Freedom and Intervenors were advised of the ruling set forth in this Order via telephone conference call on October 19, 2001, at 3:00 p.m.

ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of Applicant, Freedom Cabs, Inc., for waiver of response time to its discovery-related motions filed on October 18, 2001, is denied.

2. Any desired response to the discovery-related motion filed on October 18, 2001, by Freedom Cabs, Inc., and directed to Metro Taxi, Inc. must be filed on or before 5:00 p.m. on October 23, 2001.

3. The discovery-related motions filed on October 18, 2001, by Freedom Cabs, Inc., and directed to Denver Taxi, LLC and Boulder Taxi, LLC are withdrawn.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
