statement

A. On October 11, 2001, a Motion to Withdraw as Counsel and a Notice of Intention to Withdraw (“Motion/Notice”) was filed in the captioned matter by the Law Offices of M.A. Andrade and Hochstadt, Straw, Strauss and Silverman, P.C., legal counsel of record for Mozammel Tipu, doing business as Angel’s Transportation (“Angel’s”), in the captioned proceeding.
