I.
STATEMENT

A. On October 18, 2001, Applicant, Freedom Cabs, Inc. (“Freedom”), filed a Motion to Supplement its Witness List (“Freedom Motion”) in the captioned consolidated proceedings.  The Freedom Motion requests permission to supplement the witness list it filed on October 15, 2001, by adding three additional witnesses (hereinafter, the “Freedom witnesses”).  

B. By Decision No. R01-1082 response time to the Freedom Motion was shortened to October 26, 2001.  Responses were filed on that date by Denver Taxi, LLC, Boulder Taxi, LLC, and Metro Taxi, Inc. (collectively, “Intervenors”).

C. Intervenors do not object to the Freedom Motion so long as Freedom supplies them with the telephone numbers of the Freedom witnesses, the name and address of the restaurants operated by such witnesses, and a description of the circumstances surrounding their unsatisfactory attempts to use taxi service.  By letter dated October 30, 2001, Freedom supplied all parties with information regarding the Freedom witnesses sufficient to allow an investigation of the direct testimony they may offer in this matter.  

D. In light of the foregoing, and since Freedom’s presentation of public witness testimony is not scheduled to commence until December 5, 2001, its request to supplement its witness list by adding the Freedom witnesses will be granted.

E. Intervenors will be granted an enlargement of time, through and including November 16, 2001, to supplement their respective witness/exhibits lists for the sole purpose of listing any additional witness or supplying any additional exhibit necessary to respond to the anticipated direct testimony of the Freedom witnesses.

ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Supplement Witness List filed by Freedom Cabs, Inc., is granted.

2. Intervenors, Denver Taxi, LLC, Boulder Taxi, LLC, and Metro Taxi, Inc., are granted an enlargement of time, through and including November 16, 2001, to supplement their respective witness/exhibits lists for the sole purpose of listing any additional witness or supplying any additional exhibit necessary to respond to the anticipated direct testimony of the witnesses encompassed by the Motion to Supplement Witness List filed by Freedom Cabs, Inc.
