I.
statement

A. On May 11, 2001, Metro Taxi, Inc. (“Metro”), and Cabs, Inc., doing business as Zone Cabs, Inc. (“Zone”), and Centennial Sedans, Inc. (jointly “Applicants”), filed a Joint Application for Authority to Exercise a Transfer of Corporate Stock and Operating Authority.  Applicants requested that the Commission approve the transfer of all corporate stock of Zone to Metro and that Zone’s operating authority, PUC No. 1221 and PUC No. LL-00846 be transferred to Metro.  Applicants also requested that if the Commission approved the transfer, that the Commission amend Metro’s certificate, PUC No. 1481 to reflect the merger with Zone’s authority by restricting Metro’s certificate of public convenience and necessity, PUC No. 1481 to the operation of no more than 492 vehicles in operation at any one time (the combination of Metro’s 350 vehicles and Zone’s 142 vehicles).  If the Commission authorizes this transfer, Zone’s certificate, PUC No. 1221 and tariff could then be canceled.

B. The application was granted pursuant to the Commission’s modified procedure in Decision No. R01-747, after the two intervenors withdrew their interventions.  

C. As a part of the recommended decision, which became a decision of the Commission, in ordering paragraph no. 3 of the decision, Applicants were ordered to make the appropriate compliance filings.

D. On October 5, 2001, Metro partially complied with ordering paragraph 3 of the recommended decision by filing:  (1) a list of the equipment to be used in operations; (2) a notice of acceptance of transfer; and (3) a terminating annual report of the transferor.  

E. On October 9, 2001, Metro filed a Motion for Additional Time to File Tariffs in order to allow additional time for discussions with Commission Staff regarding the appropriate administrative steps to comply with the compliance filings relating to tariffs.  The request for an extension was granted in Decision No. R01-1072-I.

F. On October 22, 2001, Applicants filed a Joint Motion to Approve Compliance Filings, to extend time for compliance with Decision No. R01-747, and to waive response time.  Applicants request, after consultations with Commission Staff, that the Commission authorize the following actions to be in compliance with ordering paragraph 3 of Decision No. R01-747:

(1)
That Zone’s taxi authority, Certificate No. 1221 and taxi tariff be extinguished as a result of the approval of the transfer to Metro Taxi.

(2)
That Metro Taxi’s certificate, PUC No. 1481 be reissued with the following restriction:  “restricted to the use of a maximum of 492 vehicles in operation at any one time”.

(3)
That Metro‘s tariff be amended to indicate that operations under Certificate No. 1481 are restricted to a maximum of 492 vehicles in operation at any one time.

(4)
That upon the filing of Metro’s revised tariff reflecting the restriction of a maximum of 492 vehicles in operation at any one time, that Metro  will have fully complied with ordering paragraph no. 3 of the recommended decision.

G. Metro also requests that full compliance with ordering paragraph no. 3 of the recommended decision be extended an additional 14 days.  Metro also requests that response time to the motion be waived.

H. The motion of Applicants should be granted.  

II.
order

I. It Is Ordered That:

1. The joint motion of Applicants Metro Taxi, Inc., and Cabs, Inc., doing business as Zone Cabs, Inc., and Centennial Sedans, Inc., to approve compliance filings, to extend time for compliance with Decision No. R01-747 and to waive response time to the motion is granted.

2. Applicants are granted an additional 14 days from the mailing date of this interim order to comply with all compliance filings consistent with Paragraph F, (1) through (4) of this Decision.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
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
