STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. On October 31, 2001, Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”), filed its motion to reschedule a second technical conference in this proceeding.

B. WorldCom, Inc., on behalf of its regulated subsidiaries, Time Warner Telecom of Colorado LLC, XO Communications, Inc., and AT&T Communications of the Mountain Stats, Inc. (“Joint Respondents”), responded to Qwest’s motion on October 22, 2001.  These Joint Respondents pointed out conflicting proceedings in this and other states, and suggested alternative dates for the second technical conference.

C. Qwest replied to the Joint Respondents’ response, suggesting rescheduling the second technical conference over two days on December 3 and 4, 2001.  Qwest also requested response time to its response be shortened to five days.

D. Now being duly advised in the premises and good cause having been stated, I vacate the November 14, 2001 date for the Second Technical Conference.

E. There is no stated reason to protract the Second Technical Conference beyond its previously scheduled single day.  The Second Technical Conference will be rescheduled for December 4, 2001, starting at 8:30 a.m.

F. Parties wishing to present information at the technical conference must file by November 28, 2001, a list of witnesses and estimated time needed.

1. The motion to reschedule the second technical conference filed by Qwest Corporation is granted.  

2. The Second Technical Conference currently set for November 14, 2001 is vacated.
