I.
statement

A. The captioned application of Parking Company of America Management, LLC (“PCA”) was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) on September 5, 2001, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on September 10, 2001.  An intervention was filed in this matter by Metro Taxi, Inc., on October 10, 2001.

B. On October 22, 2001, PCA filed a pleading entitled “Applicant’s Motion for Enlargement of Time to Supplement Witness and Exhibit List to November 12, 2001” (“Motion for Enlargement of Time”).  The Motion for Enlargement of Time also requests that PCA’s General Counsel, Mr. Chaves, be allowed to represent it in this matter.

C. Responses to the Motion for Enlargement of Time were due on or before November 5, 2001.  However, none were filed.  Therefore, the Motion for Enlargement of Time is uncontested.

D. The Motion for Enlargement of Time states good cause for PCA’s request to supplement its preliminary witness/exhibits list filing.  Therefore, this portion of the Motion for Enlargement of Time will be granted.

E. With regard to the request that Mr. Chaves be allowed to represent PCA in this matter, Rule 21(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-21(a), provides that a party to a Commission proceeding may be represented by an attorney currently in good standing before the highest tribunal of another state.  Presumably, Mr. Chaves is so qualified.  Therefore, this portion of the Motion for Enlargement of Time will be conditionally granted pending receipt of a verified statement from Mr. Chaves confirming that he is a licensed attorney at law currently in good standing before the highest tribunal of another state.

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Enlargement of Time to Supplement Witness and Exhibit List to November 12, 2001, filed by Parking Company of America Management, LLC, is granted, consistent with the terms of this Order.

2. Parking Company of America Management, LLC is granted through and including November 12, 2001, to supplement its preliminary witness/exhibits list.

3. The request of Eric J. Chaves, Esq. to serve as legal counsel for Parking Company of America Management, LLC in this matter is conditionally granted pending receipt of a verified statement from Mr. Chaves confirming that he is a licensed attorney at law currently in good standing before the highest tribunal of another state.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
