A. By order dated October 31, 2001, this matter was scheduled for a hearing to be held at 10:00 a.m. on November 27, 2001 in Fort Morgan, Colorado.  On November 20, 2001, the Applicant Morgan County (“County”) filed its Motion to Vacate Hearing.  By this Motion the County seeks to have the hearing vacated and have the matter considered as a modified, no hearing docket.  As grounds for the Motion the County states that the parties have not yet reached full resolution of this matter.  However, a proposed contract from the Colorado Department of Transportation has been circulated.  It is believed that an agreement in total will be reached shortly.
