I.
STATEMENT

A. The captioned application was filed in the above docket on September 5, 2001, and public notice of it was given in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed (“Notice”) on September 10, 2001.  By this application the Applicant, Parking Company of America Management, LLC (“PCA”), seeks authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire as more specifically described in the Commission’s Notice.

B. A timely intervention of right was filed in this proceeding by Metro Taxi, Inc. (“Metro”).  

C. This matter is currently scheduled for hearing in Denver, Colorado on November 26, 2001.  

D. On November 21, 2001, Metro filed a pleading entitled “Notice of Withdrawal of Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention and/or, In the Alternative, Petition for Intervention.”  By this pleading, Metro unconditionally withdraws its previously filed intervention in this matter.  As a result, this application is now uncontested and may be processed under modified procedure pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure (4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1). 

E. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the undersigned now transmits to the Commission the record in this proceeding along with a written recommended decision.

II.
FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

A.
By this application PCA seeks authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, 

between the Super Eight Hotel, 18600 East 63rd Avenue, Denver, Colorado 80249, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado, on the other hand. 

RESTRICTION:

Restricted to providing transportation services for the Super Eight Hotel, 18600 East 63rd Avenue, Denver, Colorado 80249.

B.
As indicated above, withdrawal of the Metro intervention results in the application being uncontested.  Therefore, it is eligible for processing under modified procedure pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure (4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1) without a formal hearing.

F.
The verified application submitted by PCA establishes that it is familiar with the Commission’s Rules, Regulations and Civil Penalties Governing Contract Carriers of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire and agrees to be bound by the same.  The application and the attachments thereto also establish that PCA has sufficient equipment with which to render the proposed service and is financially fit to conduct operations under the authority requested.  Therefore, Applicant is fit, financially and otherwise, to provide the proposed service.

G.
The letter of support appended to the application from Mr. Mark J. Groves establishes that the service proposed by PCA is specialized and tailored to meet the distinct transportation needs of the Super Eight Hotel and will not impair the efficient public service of common carriers serving the same geographic area encompassed by the application.

H.
In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.

ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The Notice of Withdrawal of Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention and/or, in the Alternative, Petition for Intervention filed in this matter by Metro Taxi, Inc., is accepted.

2. The intervention previously filed in the matter by Metro Taxi, Inc., is withdrawn.

3. Docket No. 01A-406BP, being an application of Parking Company of America Management, LLC, to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire, is granted.

3.
The hearing of this matter previously scheduled for November 26, 2001, is vacated.

4.
Parking Company of America Management, LLC, is hereby granted a permit to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, 

between the Super Eight Hotel, 18600 East 63rd Avenue, Denver, Colorado 80249, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado, on the other hand. 

RESTRICTION:

Restricted to providing transportation services for the Super Eight Hotel, 18600 East 63rd Avenue, Denver, Colorado 80249.

5.
Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Applicant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.

6.
This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

7.
As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

8.
If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
