Three applicants have filed similar applications for authority that are pending for a hearing before the Commission.  

In Docket No. 01A-511CP, Estes Park Express, Ltd. filed an application for authority as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage in taxi service 

between all points within a 12-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 34 and U.S. Highway 36 in Estes Park, Colorado.

A. Park Taxi, LLC in Docket No. 01A-488CP filed an application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage in taxi service

between all points within an 18-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 34 and U.S. Highway 36 in Estes Park, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

B. Odd Lyngholm, doing business as Estes Park Shuttle and Mountain Tours in Docket No. 01A-503CP-Extension filed an application for a certificate authorizing an extension of operations under PUC No. 54696 to include:

The transportation of

passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service

between all points within a 15-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 34 and U.S. Highway 36 in Estes Park, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

C. The above three applications essentially concern the same service and the same service area.  Pursuant to the principles enunciated in Ashbacker Radio Corp. v. Federal Communications Commission, 326 U.S. 327 (1945), the three applications will be consolidated for hearing under the provisions of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-79(a).
