A. On December 13, 2001, N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc. (“Applicant”), filed a Motion to Reopen the Record pursuant to Rule 91(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 for the purpose of accepting the affidavit of Larry Aisenbrey to correct a misstatement made by this witness in his testimony at the hearing on the Stipulation on November 8, 2001.
