Statement
A. In anticipation of Qwest Corporation filing its § 271 application with the Federal Communications Commission (“FCC”), Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) has begun the task of amassing the record from these related dockets. During this process the issue of the treatment of confidential material has arisen.

B. Throughout the pendency of these dockets, parties have filed volumes of confidential material attached to affidavits, comments, discovery responses, ex parte filings, and the like.  The FCC has directed state commissions to file a well-documented factual record with supporting documentation in response to a Regional Bell Operating Company’s application for interLATA relief (§ 271 application).  This includes confidential material.

C. Therefore, Staff will be directed to copy and organize any confidential material filed in the above dockets and make it part of the Colorado record to be sent to the FCC.  This material will be copied on colored paper and clearly marked as confidential and burned on separate CDs that are clearly marked as confidential.

D. Any parties that think their confidential information filed in any of the above proceedings should be treated differently, may file a notice with the Commission by December 27, 2001.  This notice should include the party’s recommended treatment of its confidential material.  Silence in this matter constitutes agreement with the Commission’s course of action,.

E. Any portion on the Commission’s confidentiality rule, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-16, that conflicts with this process is waived.

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-16 is waived, as necessary, as it relates to this Commission’s filing of a § 271 application record with the Federal Communications Commission.

2. Participants to these dockets that do not agree with the Commission’s treatment of confidential material to be sent to the Federal Communications Commission have until December 27, 2001 to notice the Commission of their disagreement.
