statement

A. On December 11, 2001, Applicant, the Regional Transportation District (“RTD”) filed a Joint Motion to Vacate Hearing Date.  The motion is supported by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”). RTD states that Intervenors, the City and County of Denver, the United States Postal Service, the Colorado Department of Transportation, Trillium Corporation and Trillium Commons, LLC have either withdrawn their interventions or given notice that they do not oppose or contest the application.  In addition, Intervenor, City and County of Denver acting by and through its Board of Water Commissioners indicates that it does not have an interest in the subject matter of the application and does not oppose the application.  Staff has indicated that RTD needs to correct minor deficiencies in its plans.

B. Since it appears that a hearing will no longer be needed, and that RTD can provided corrected plans acceptable to Staff within a reasonable time, the motion states good cause and should be granted.
