statement

A. By application filed October 1, 2001, Right Way Transportation, Inc., seeks contract carrier authority for the transportation of passengers and their baggage between all points in the counties of Adams and Denver, State of Colorado, restricted to certain social service agencies and health care centers.  On October 9, 2001, the Commission sent notice to all who might desire to protest, object, or intervene.

B. On October 25, 2001, Kids Wheels, LLC, intervened, noting that it was willing to withdraw its opposition if the applicant restrictively amended against providing service to those 18 years of age or younger. 

C. Pursuant to notice the matter came on for hearing on December 13, 2001.  At that time applicant and Kids Wheels, LLC filed a restrictive amendment prohibiting applicant from providing transportation to children under the age of 18.  With that Kids Wheels, LLC withdrew and the matter became eligible for treatment under this Commission’s modified procedure docket.  An appropriate order will enter.

D. The Commission Orders That:

1. Right Way Transportation, Inc., is hereby granted a contract carrier permit for the following:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage

between all points in the counties of Adams and Denver, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  

1.
Restricted to providing transportation services for:

A.
The City and County of Denver Department of Human Services;

B.
Senior Plus, Denver Health Medical Center;

C.
Denver Dialysis;

D.
Commerce City Dialysis; and

E.
Lowry Dialysis Center.

2.
Restricted against the transportation of passengers under the age of 18.

Henceforth the full and complete authority under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9842 will be and read as follows:

I.
Transportation of

passengers and their baggage,

between all points in the Counties of Arapahoe, Denver, and Douglas, State of Colorado.

II.
Transportation of

passengers and their baggage

between all points in the counties of Adams and Denver, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:

1.
Part I of this permit is restricted to providing transportation services for Arapahoe County Community Services Department, 2009 West Littleton Boulevard, Littleton, Colorado 80120.

2.
Part II of this permit is restricted to providing transportation services for:

A.
The City and County of Denver Department of Human Services;

B.
Senior Plus, Denver Health Medical Center;

C.
Denver Dialysis;

D.
Commerce City Dialysis; and

E.
Lowry Dialysis Center.

3.
Part II of this permit is also restricted against the transportation of passengers under the age of 18.

2. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

3. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

4. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
