I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the request to reinstate Docket No. 01A-061BP and for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Recommended Decision No. R01-753 (“Decision No. R01-753”), filed by Fred Nnana, doing business as Rainbow Wheels (“Rainbow Wheels”),
 on January 3, 2002.  An administrative law judge issued Decision No. R01-753, which granted Rainbow Wheels authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows:

Transportation of passengers and their baggage between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.

Restrictions:

(1)
Restricted to providing transportation services for the Seniors’ Resource Center, 3227, Chase Street, Denver, Colorado 80212.

(2)
Limited to the use of a maximum of six vehicles in service at any one time.

2. Additionally, Decision No. R01-753 listed certain requirements Rainbow Wheels must meet, and stated that:

Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Applicant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.

Decision No. R01-753 was issued on July 24, 2001, and became effective as the decision of the Commission, pursuant to § 40-6-109(2), C.R.S., on August 13, 2001.  Rainbow Wheels therefore had until October 12, 2001 to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R01-753.  Rainbow Wheels did not timely meet these requirements.

3. In a letter received January 3, 2002, Rainbow Wheels requested that the Commission reinstate Docket No. 01A-061BP.  In this letter Rainbow Wheels states “It was my understanding that the PUC authorization would be active regardless of when insurance was obtained but I found out today that it is not so. The reason I did not purchase insurance immediately was because I was waiting for the vehicle to be delivered first.”

4. The Commission finds that the request filed by Rainbow Wheels warrants the reinstatement of Docket No. 01A-061BP and indicates that more time is necessary in order to meet the requirements of Decision No. R01-753.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. The request to reinstate Docket No. 01A-061BP filed by Fred Nnana doing business as Rainbow Wheels is granted.

6. The request for an extension of time to comply with Decision No. R01-753 is granted for an additional 30 days from the effective date of this Order.
