I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On January 14, 2002, Ramblin’ Express, Inc. d.b.a. Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc., (“Ramblin’ Express”) filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the publication of Passenger Time Schedule No. 16 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  Ramblin’ Express provides scheduled service between Colorado Springs Airport and the Broadmoor Hotel.

2. Passenger Time Schedule No. 16 proposes to reinstate service between Colorado Springs Airport and the Broadmoor Hotel by providing thirty-minute scheduled runs between the times of 5:00 in the morning and 6:00 in the evening.  Support for the less-than-statutory application is based upon the needs of the Broadmoor Hotel, which wants to cancel its scheduled service and lease it to Ramblin’ Express.  The application to lease however was intervened upon by Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs and that matter was set for hearing.  Ramblin’ Express previously had authority to provide this service.  Ramblin’ Express had suspended that authority and now seeks to reinitiate service so that the Broadmoor Hotel can be served.    

3. Ramblin’ Express states that granting its request to have Passenger Time Schedule No. 16 become effective on less than the required 30 days’ notice will allow it to provide that service between the Broadmoor Hotel and the Colorado Springs Airport.   

4. The additons contained in Passenger Time Schedule No. 16 are acceptable under the authority granted to Ramblin’ Express.   Granting the proposed time schedule changes on less-than-statutory notice will allow Ramblin’ Express to provide transportation between Colorado Springs Airport and the Broadmoor Hotel.

5. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

6. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Passenger Time Schedule No. 16 and that the application should be granted.

ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application by Ramblin’ Express, Inc. d.b.a. Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc., to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 16 on less-than-statutory notice, is granted.

8. Passenger Time Schedule No. 16, filed on less-than- statutory notice, shall be published on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

9. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
