I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On December 5, 2001, Robert N. Entrup, doing business as Access Express Transportation ("Access Express"), filed an application for authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows: Transportation of passengers and their baggage, between all points within a 20-mile radius of the intersection of Colfax Avenue and Broadway, Denver, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and on the other hand,  all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Clear Creek, Denver, Douglas, Gilpin, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  This application is restricted to providing transportation service for: (1) Tri-County Health Department, 4857 South Broadway, Englewood, Colorado 80206; 80110; and (2) Hospice of Metro Denver, 425 South Cherry Street, Suite 700, Denver, Colorado, 80246.

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on December 17, 2001.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is noncontested.  Under §40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

B. Findings of Fact

4. The support filed on behalf of this application consists of a letter from an employee of Tri-County Health Department and a letter from an employee of Hospice of Metro Denver.  However, additional letters withdrawing support for this application were received on January 15, 2002, from the same employee of Tri-County Health Department and on January 18, 2002, from the same employee of Hospice of Metro Denver.

5. Rule 50(e)(8), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1 requires an application to include support letters by stating:

If applicant seeks authority to serve as a contract carrier, the name of each customer to be served in the proposed operation, with a letter signed by each customer proposed to be served stating that the applicant’s proposed service will be used by the customer if the application is granted.

C. Conclusions

6. The hearing set for February 19, 2002, is vacated.
7. This application was deemed complete on January 22, 2002, within the meaning of §40-6-109.5 C.R.S.

8. The withdrawal of the customer support submitted results in Access Express not meeting the requirement named in Rule 50(e)(8), 4 CCR 723-1.  Therefore this application is denied.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

9. The application for a permanent contract carrier permit filed by Robert N. Entrup, doing business as Access Express Transportation is denied.

10. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

11. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
