Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On December 18, 2001, Valerie K. Dameron doing business as A Premier DIA Transportation filed an application for a waiver of Rule 2.2, Rules and Regulations Governing Motor Vehicle Carriers Exempt from Regulation, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-33.  The waiver request is for a 1995 Cadillac Seville STS.  The period requested for the waiver is from January 1, 2002, to and including January 1, 2005.

2. The 1995 Cadillac Seville STS named in this application does not meet the discretionary vehicle standards required by Rule 2.2, 4 CCR 723-33, to qualify as a luxury limousine because it did not qualify as a statutory luxury vehicle at the time it was new.

3. Rule 10, 4 CCR 723-33, allows the Commission, in case of hardship, to grant a waiver from Rule 2.2, 4 CCR 723-33, for good cause, and if it is satisfied that the public interest will be served and if it finds compliance to be impossible, impractical or unreasonable.

4. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on December 31, 2001.  The Commission set this matter for hearing on March 6, 2002.

5. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is noncontested.  Under Rule 59(g), Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, this matter may be determined without a hearing.

6. The submitted information reveals good cause for the grant of the requested waiver.

ORDER

The Commission Orders That:

7. Valerie K. Dameron doing business as A Premier DIA Transportation is granted a waiver of Rule 2.2, Rules and Regulations Governing Motor Vehicle Carriers Exempt from Regulation, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-33, for a 1995 Cadillac Seville STS (vin 1G6KY5291SU81526).  The waiver is granted for the period from the effective date of this Order through January 1, 2005.

8. The hearing set for March 6, 2002, is vacated.

9. Valerie K. Dameron doing business as A Premier DIA Transportation is advised that it may not begin operating the vehicle named in this application as a luxury limousine until the required registration form has been submitted to the Commission and the vehicle has been inspected by the appropriate staff of the Commission.

10. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
11. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
