I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On January 24, 2002, R & R Transportation, Inc. ("R & R Transportation"), filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55693 as follows: Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, between all hospitals, clinics, therapy centers, rehabilitation centers, child development centers, schools, and daycare centers, and between said points on the one hand, and all points within a 25-mile radius of Colfax Avenue and Broadway in Denver, Colorado, on the other hand.  This application is restricted as follows: (1) To providing transportation services to passengers under the age of 15 years of age or younger; (2) Against service to or from Denver International Airport; (3) Against service to all airports within a 25-mile radius of the intersection of Colfax Avenue and Broadway in Denver, Colorado; and (4) Against service to Central City, and Black Hawk, Colorado, casinos and hotels.

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on January 28, 2002.

3. There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.

4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."
5. R & R Transportation must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If R & R Transportation  fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

6. The support filed on behalf of this application consists of letters from employees of University Hills Child & Family Center, Children’s Hospital, and the Mount St. Vincent Home.  Each of these institutions is located in Denver, Colorado.  Two letters from individuals were also submitted with the application.

7. The authors of each of the letters express a need for the service proposed in this application by R & R Transportation.  However, none of the authors of the letters indicate any immediate or urgent need exists for the transportation service named in this application.

C. Conclusions

8. An immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation services has not been shown to exist.
9. This application for temporary authority is not in the public interest.

10. The denial of this application creates no presumption about the final disposition of the permanent authority application.  The permanent authority application will be determined on the evidence presented using the statutory criteria.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

11. The application for temporary authority filed by R & R Transportation, Inc. is denied.

12. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

13. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
