I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On January 22, 2002, TalkingNets Holdings, LLC ("TalkingNets") filed a petition requesting that the Commission Amend its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity. Talkingnets requests that it be allowed to relinquish its obligation to offer its local exchange telecommunications services to residential customers as required in its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”).

2. TalkingNets was granted a CPCN to offer local exchange telecommunications services in Decision No. C00-1018.

3. Notice of the application was posted on the Commission’s web site on January 24, 2002. Interventions were due on or before February 13, 2002.  None were filed.

B. Discussion

4. Granting the application of TalkingNets is consistent with recent Commission decisions that allow applicants for a CPCN to provide local exchange telecommunications services to choose and identify their service territory and targeted customer segments.  Providers are still required to offer their services on a nondiscriminatory basis to similarly situated customers with the ability to pay for services located within their identified service territories.   

5. TalkingNets represents in its filing that it is not economical to offer its services to single line residential customers using its Internet Protocol provisioned service due to the need for additional equipment and thus incurring additional cost. 

6. TalkingNets has provided the Commission with sufficient information for us to address its request for relief. 

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

7. TalkingNets Holdings, LLC’s application is deemed complete.

8. TalkingNets Holdings, LLC is granted a modification as it requests of its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide facilities-based and/or resold local exchange telecommunications services to residential customers.  The Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services covers certain portions of the State of Colorado where Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc., is currently certified to provide local exchange telecommunications service.  

9. All other obligations and requirements contained in TalkingNets Holdings, LLC’s certificate of public convenience and necessity shall remain as contained in Commission Decision No. C00-1018.  

10. Within 20 days of the Mailing Date of this Decision and Order, TalkingNets Holdings, LLC shall file a compliance advice letter containing any required modifications of its tariffs on file with the Commission reflecting the elimination of the offering of residential services.   

11. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
