I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On November 15, 2001, the City and County of Broomfield ("Broomfield") came into existence as set forth in Section 10 of Article XX of the Constitution of Colorado.

2. Broomfield is composed of portions of the Counties of Adams, Boulder, Jefferson, and Weld.  For purposes of a certificate of public convenience and necessity the county boundaries remain the same as they were at the time the authority was granted by the Commission and do not automatically expand or contract with later changes to the county boundaries.  See map attached as Appendix B.

3. Clarifying language to the authority is recommended by the Staff of the Commission to identify the County of Broomfield and how it relates to the language of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47967.

4. No geographical area will be added to or deleted from the authority by this new language.

5. The revision of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47967 will eliminate any confusion as to the ability of Black Hawk Central City Ace Express, Inc., to provide service to points that were previously in the County of Adams, but are now located in the County of Broomfield IF  <> "" "," "" 
.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. Consistent with the above discussion, Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47967 is amended to include clarifying language regarding the County of Broomfield.

7. The complete authority under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47967, as amended, shall be as set forth in Appendix A.

8. No geographical area will be added to or deleted from the authority by this new language.

9. Black Hawk Central City Ace Express, Inc., IF  <> "" "," "" 
 shall file a revised tariff that includes the authority named in Appendix A to this Order. 

10. Black Hawk Central City Ace Express, Inc., IF  <> "" "," "" 
 shall comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.

11. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

I.
Transportation on schedule, of passengers and their baggage,

a.
Between points in Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado, as well as points within five miles of each of said cities, on the one hand, and on the other hand, points in Jefferson County within a 17-mile radius of the intersection of Colfax Avenue and Broadway in Denver, Colorado lying north of 44th Avenue and Colorado Highway 58 and East of Highway 93, via I-70, U.S. Highway 6 and Colorado Highways 119 and 279; and

b.
Between points in Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado, as well as points within five miles of each of said cities, on the one hand, and on the other hand, the following areas via I-70, U.S. Highway 6 and Colorado Highways 119 and 279:

1.
Beginning at the intersection of the Platte River and 16th Street; thence southeast on 16th Street to Broadway; thence south on Broadway to Colfax Avenue; thence west on Colfax Avenue to Speer Boulevard; thence northwest on Speer Boulevard to the Platte River; thence northeast along the Platte River to the point of beginning; 

2.
Points in Denver and Adams Counties within 17 miles of the intersection of Colfax Avenue and Broadway which are north of Colfax Avenue and west of a line drawn one mile east of Chambers Road (as extended); and

3.
Denver International Airport, upon commencement of commercial air operations.

RESTRICTIONS:


Item I is restricted as follows:

1. Items I(a) and I(b) are restricted to serving only points named in the filed schedule;

2. Item I(b)(2) is restricted against providing service to or from points in the following described areas:

i.
Beginning at the intersection of Colfax Avenue and Speer Boulevard, then north on Speer Boulevard to I-25, then south on I-25 to Colfax Avenue, then east on Colfax Avenue to Speer Boulevard; and

ii.
Beginning at the intersection of Platte River and 23rd Street, then southeast along 23rd Street to Broadway, then south on Broadway to 16th Street, then northwest on 16th Street to the Platte River, then northeast along the Platte River to the point of beginning. 

3. Service to or from Stapleton International Airport or Denver International Airport and service to or from points in Item (b)(1) is restricted to the use of vehicles with a passenger capacity of 21 or more; and

4. Daily service shall be provided to and from at least one point in each of the four quadrants of the areas in Items (a) and (b)(2) as shown on the maps filed in the Commission's official file.

II.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in scheduled service, between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and on the other hand, Wolcott, Colorado via Pena Boulevard and Interstate 70, serving all intermediate and off-route points in Eagle County with-in five miles of Interstate 70.

RESTRICTIONS:

Item II is restricted to vehicles with a rated passenger capacity of 47 or more.

III.
Passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and all points in Eagle County, State of Colorado on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:

Item III is restricted to vehicles with a rated passenger capacity of 47 or more.

IV.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in scheduled service, between (a) The RTD Park-and-Ride at the intersection of U.S. Highway 36 and Wadsworth Boulevard, in Broomfield, Colorado, (b) CDOT Headquarters, 4201 East Arkansas Avenue, Denver, Colorado, (c) The Highlands Ranch Park-and-Ride at the intersection of South University Boulevard and Colorado Highway 470, in Highlands Ranch, Colorado, and (d) Heritage Square parking lot, one mile north of the Interstate 70 Morrison Road exit on U.S. Highway 40 near Golden, Colorado, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, the Vail, Winter Park, Keystone, and Silver Creek, Colorado, ski areas, on the other hand, via Interstate 70, Interstate 25, U.S. Highways 6, 36, and 40, and Colorado Highways 470, 2, and 121.

Nothing in this certificate shall be construed to limit the grant of authority in Item I (b) (2) against service to, from, or within the City and County of Broomfield, provided that the certificate authorized such service prior to the creation of, or annexation to, the City and County of Broomfield on November 15, 2001.
