I.
BY THE COMMISSION


A.
Statement

1. On August 15, 2001, the Commission adopted Decision No. C01-841 suspending the effective date of the tariff sheet filed on July 23, 2001, by Public Service Company of Colorado (“PSCo”), with Advice Letter No. 579.  Ordering Paragraph No. 1 of Decision No. C01-841 suspended the effective date of these tariff sheets for 120 days, until December 21, 2001, or until further order of the Commission.

2. On December 12, 2001, the Commission adopted Decision No. C01-1264 to further suspend the effective date of the tariff in this Docket for an additional 90 days, until March 21, 2001, or until further order of the Commission.  

3. By Decision No. C01-909, adopted September 5, 2001, in Docket No. 01S-404G, the Commission suspended the effective date of tariffs filed by PSCo with Advice Letter No. 581 for 120 days, until January 15, 2002, and consolidated that docket for hearing with the instant docket.  By Decision No. C02-17, the Commission further suspended the effective date of tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 581 for an additional 90 days, until April 15, 2002.

4. At the hearing on this matter, the Commission had set February 28, 2002 as the deadline for all parties to file their statements of position.  On February 27, 2002, PSCo filed a Motion for an extension fo time for all parties to file Statements of Position until Friday, March 8, 2002.  

5. On February 28, 2002, an amendment to Advice Letter No. 579 was filed to change the effective date of the tariff in this docket to April 15, 2002, to coincide with the 210th day of the suspension period in its consolidated docket, allowing additional time in which to resolve this matter.  


B.
Findings of Fact

6. The Commission finds that PSCo’s Motion for Extension to Time to File Statements of Position demonstrates sufficient cause to be granted.  Response time to the motion should be waived.

7. The filing of the amendment to Advice Letter No. 579 changing the effective date of the tariff under suspension in this docket necessitates the modification of the suspension period.  Although the Commission has authority to suspend the effective date for an additional 120 days, we find that PSCo’s intent to bring the suspension period of this docket into comformance with that of its consolidated docket is appropriate.  Therefore, the suspension period in the instant docket should be modified to April 15, 2002.

ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

8. Response time to the Motion for Extension of Time for all parties to file Statements of Position filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on February 27, 2002, is waived and the motion granted.  All parties shall file their Statements of Position on or before March 8, 2002.

9. The effective date of the tariffs filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on February 27, 2002, by Advice Letter No. 579 – Amended, is suspended until April 15, 2002, or until further order of the Commission.
