I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On March 27, 2002, Casino Transportation, Inc., (“CTI”), filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the publication of Passenger Time Schedules Nos. 16 and 17 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  CTI provides scheduled service between Aurora, Colorado and Black Hawk-Central City.

2. Passenger Time Schedules Nos. 16 and 17 propose to change times on transportation of passengers between Buckingham Square and Black Hawk-Central City and eliminate stops on transportation of passengers between the Alameda Stop and Black Hawk-Central City.  CTI states that ridership between those points has declined 15 percent and 52 percent respectively. 

3. CTI states that granting its request to have Passenger Time Schedules Nos. 16 and 17 become effective on less than the required 30 days’ notice will allow it to provide service without interruption and remain financially viable. 

4. The changes contained in Passenger Time Schedules Nos. 16 and 17 are acceptable under the authority granted to CTI.  Granting the proposed time schedule changes on less-than-statutory notice will allow CTI to provide transportation for the passengers without interruption of service and to regain financial footing. 

5. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

6. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Passenger Time Schedules Nos. 16 and 17 and that the application should be granted.

ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application by Casino Transportation, Inc., to publish Passenger Time Schedules Nos. 16 and 17 on less-than-statutory notice, is granted.

8. Passenger Time Schedules Nos. 16 and 17, filed on less-than- statutory notice, shall be published on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

9. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
