Statement

1. Octal Resources, dba Oneal Water, ("Octal") filed with the Commission, on May 9, 2002, an application seeking authority to curtail water services pursuant to Rule 57 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1,.  Rule 57(a-b) require that an applicant to curtail service notify the Commission and its customers of the application thirty days prior to the effective date of such curtailment.  Rule 57(d) requires the applicant to file an affidavit regarding customer notification fifteen days prior to the proposed curtailment.  Due to an anticipated and impending shortage of water, Octal proposes to curtail service effective June 1, 2002.  Therefore, Octal also requests a waiver of the requirements of Rule 57(a,b, and d). 

2. Octal proposes to notify its customers of its application by mailing such a notification to each customer on May 11, 2002.  Octal’s customers will be advised to contact the Commission in writing prior to May 24, 2002 with any comments or objections relating to the proposed request to implement the temporary water curtailment program identified and described in the application and notice.

3. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds that good cause exists for waiver of the requirements of Rule 57(a,b, and d).  Octal is directed to send notice of its proposed curtailment of service on or before May 11, 2002.  The notice shall conform to the requirements of Form Y, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, except the date for written objections or interventions to the Commission shall be specified as May 24, 2002.

II.
ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

4. The request for a waiver of the requirements of Rule 57(a,b, and d) by Octal Resources, dba Oneal Water, is granted consistent with the above discussion.
