I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On May 6, 2002, San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express, filed an application for emergency temporary approval to allow #10 Hillcrest, LLC, doing business as Cimarron Limo, to assume operational control of the following portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity ("CPCN") PUC No. 1648 
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, between all points within a ten-mile radius of the intersection of Townsend Street and Main Street in Montrose, Colorado, and between said points on the one hand, and, on the other hand: (1)
all points within a ten-mile radius of Delta, Colorado (including all points within the city limits of Delta, Colorado); and all points within a ten-mile radius of Ouray, Colorado (including all points within the city limits of Ouray, Colorado)

pending Commission consideration of the related application to permanently transfer the certificate.

2. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(2), C.R.S., the Commission may grant temporary approval of a certificate transfer "if it appears that failure to grant such temporary approval may result in destruction of or injury to such carrier or carrier properties sought to be acquired, or to interfere substantially with their future usefulness in the performance of adequate and continuous service to the public."

B. Findings of Fact

3. The portion of CPCN PUC No. 1648 named in this transfer application is currently leased by San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC., doing business as Telluride Express, to Partrick Ring & Bobby Jo Collins doing business as C & R Enterprises &/or Western Express Taxi.  The existing lease of CPCN PUC No. 1648 does not terminate until October 17, 2002.

4. San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC., doing business as Telluride Express, did not file any support on behalf of this application.

C. Conclusions

5. There is no information showing that destruction of or injury to San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC., doing business as Telluride Express, or its properties will result if the Commission denies emergency temporary approval of an assumption of operational control.

6. There is no information showing that failure to grant emergency temporary approval of an assumption of operational control will interfere substantially with the future usefulness of CPCN PUC No. 1648 in the performance of adequate and continuous service to the public.

7. This application for emergency temporary approval is not in the public interest.

8. The denial of this application for emergency temporary approval of an assumption of operational control creates no presumption about the final disposition of the permanent transfer application.  The permanent transfer application will be determined on the evidence presented using the statutory criteria.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

9. The application for emergency temporary approval of an assumption of operational control filed by San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC., doing business as Telluride Express, is denied.

10. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
