Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

A. On May 9, 2002, Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) filed a Notice of Filing Analysis of Evaluation Criteria and Closed/Unresolved Observations and Exceptions in the Regional Oversight Committee (“ROC”) operations support systems (“OSS”) Test and Motion for Schedule for Responsive Comments. In this filing, Qwest asks the Commission to set a schedule for the filing of responsive comments to its filing on the ROC OSS test. Qwest proposes a responsive filing date of May 20, 2002 would allow other parties sufficient time to reply and the Commission sufficient time to review these filings in advance of the yet-to-be scheduled final en banc hearings.

B. On May 10, 2002, the Commission adopted and mailed Decision No. C02-546. This decision, among other things, set a procedural schedule for the final Commission en banc workshop on the ROC OSS test. The schedule includes a comment filing date for Qwest of May 15, 2002 and a comment filing date for other participants of May 22, 2002. It also allows for supplemental comments to be filed May 31, 2002 by noon. 

C. Since this decision already establishes comment dates, the Qwest motion is denied as moot.

D. The analysis of the Observations and Exceptions that Qwest filed on May 9, 2002 shall be construed as an early filing of the May 15, 2002 required information. Qwest must still file the April 26, 2002 KPMG Consulting, Inc., draft final report and its list of specific topics to be covered by the vendors. (These must also be provided to the vendors.) All other filing dates for Qwest and other participants shall remain as ordered in Decision No. C02-546.

II.
ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Qwest Corporation’s Motion for Schedule for Responsive Comments is denied as moot.

2. Response time is waived.
