Statement, Findings, and Conclusions 

1. On May 17, 2002, the Commission held a deliberations meeting for the purpose of re-scheduling the final en banc Commission workshop on the Regional Oversight Committee Operational Support Systems (“OSS”) test and data reconciliation.  In order to minimize the conflict with a similar proceeding at the Washington State Commission, we have endeavored to rearrange our proceeding to accommodate both schedules.

2. It is our understanding that the Washington proceeding is set for June 5, 6, and 7, 2002, with the first half day being dedicated to compliance issues and the next two days to the OSS test.
