1. The 
Windsor Chamber of Commerce filed an informal petition consisting of 687 signatures to the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) on April 18, 2002 requesting expansion of the Windsor Exchange local calling area (“LCA”) by inclusion of the Loveland Exchange.  Pursuant to the Commission rules which govern LCA expansion, specifically Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-2-17.3.2(3), this is an option for initiating a review by Commission Staff under Rule 4 CCR 723-2-17.3.2.1, but it is not a distinct formal application as envisioned by that Rule.  Additionally, no further information such as would allow the Commission to construe the submittal as a formal application was furnished by the petitioner.  The petition therefore should not have been docketed as a formal application.  

2. The Commission has been informed that Commission Staff has performed its review and has responded appropriately to the petitioner.

3. The Commission finds that the instant docket requires no Commission action and should be closed.
