I.
BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) for consideration of a motion by Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”) for an unopposed motion for extension of time to file its confidential report on resource deployment and for a waiver of response time.  

2. Now being duly advised in the premises, the Commission will grant Public Service’s motion.

B. Discussion

3. According to a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement entered into between Public Service and Commission Staff,
 Public Service agreed to provide Commission Staff and the Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”) a report on resource deployment with the filing of its annual Quality of Service Plan report on April 1.  The first of these reports was to be submitted on April 1, 2002.  

4. Due to the press of business, Public Service indicates that it has not been able to complete the confidential resource deployment report in time for the April 1, 2002 submittal to Commission Staff and the OCC.  However, Public Service indicates that it expects to be able to complete the report and provide it to the parties by April 15, 2002.  

5. Public Service claims that the extension of time it proposes will not adversely impact other interested parties.  Since historically, only Commission Staff and the OCC have participated in the review of Public Service’s Performance Based Regulatory Plan Adjustment and its Quality of Service Plan, and these are the only parties to whom Public Service is required to submit the confidential report on resource deployment, no other party will be affected by the late filing.  Further, both Commission Staff and the OCC have indicated that they have no objection to the requested extension.  

6. Therefore, the Commission will grant Public Service’s motion for extension of time to file its confidential report on resource deployment.

7. The motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for an extension of time to file its confidential report on resource deployment is granted.
