I.
BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions 

1. By Decision No. R02-625-I, the hearing commissioner scheduled a status conference on May 31, 2002 to reschedule the vacated procedural schedule for the final Commission en banc workshop on the Regional Oversight Committee Operational Support Systems (“ROC OSS”) test and data reconciliation.  The previous schedule, ordered in Decision No. C02-546 and amended by Decision No. C02-586, was automatically vacated when the final ROC OSS test report was not issued by close of business on May 28, 2002.

2. In Decision No. R02-625-I, the hearing commissioner outlined three options for re-scheduling of the final workshop. 

1.
Qwest can ask the Washington Commission to vacate its proceeding currently scheduled for the end of next week.  If the Washington Commisison agrees to do this, we could hold our final workshop June 5 and 6, 2002 with supplemental comments due June 3, 2002;

2.
The final Colorado Commission workshop could be re-scheduled for June 10, 11 and 12, if necessary, with supplemental comments due June 5 (for this option, the Commission will only have two Commissioners present); or,

3.
The final Colorado Commission workshop could be re-scheduled for June 26, 27 and 28, if necessary, with supplemental comments due June 19, 2002.

3. On May 29, 2002, Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) filed a Motion to Consider Alternative Scheduling Proposal for Final En Banc Workshop and Request to Shorten Response Time.  In this motion, Qwest requested the Commission reschedule the final workshop to begin the afternoon of June 3, 2002.  Qwest asserts that the final test report was only two business hours late and therefore, the delay to the interested parties was minimized. Qwest requests the Commission reconsider the “severity of the prejudice caused to Qwest by imposing significant delays in the schedule as a result of these events.”

4. Qwest also stated in this motion that it had already been in contact with the Washington Commission who was unwilling or unable to change its hearing scheduled for June 5 through 7, 2002.

5. On May 30, 2002, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., and TCG Colorado (“AT&T”) filed a Response in Opposition to Qwest’s Motion.  In this response, AT&T disagrees with Qwest’s assertion that the report was only delayed two business hours.  Most parties suffered loss of needed distribution and review time.

6. Also on May 30, 2002, Covad Communications Company (“Covad”) filed a Response in Opposition to Qwest’s Motion.  Covad asserts that even under the original schedule, parties were only given a token amount of time to review the final report and prepare for hearings in various states.  Because of the delay in issuing, Covad states it lost 18 precious hours of time needed to fully prepare.  Covad requests the Commission deny Qwest’s Motion and only consider the three options posed in the hearing commissioner’s decision.

7. The Commission held the status conference on May 31, 2002 as ordered in Decision No. R02-625-I. Qwest, AT&T, WorldCom, Inc., the Office of Consumer Counsel, and the various vendors appeared in person or by telephone. 

8. Based on the inability of Qwest to reschedule the Washington proceeding, the failure to meet the Commission’s deadline for release of the OSS report and the need for all parties to have enough advance time to review, digest, and comment on the final OSS report, the Commission reschedules the final Commission en banc workshop for June 10 through 12, 2002, with the vendor presentation and discussion on data reconciliation to take place on June 12, 2002. Parties should be prepared to work late each night, as necessary. Supplemental comments on the final test report are due June 5, 2002.

9. The Commission deliberation meeting previously scheduled for June 10, 2002 is changed to accommodate the new workshop schedule.  The deliberation meeting will now be held on June 13, 2002.  This deliberation meeting will cover Public Interest, Track A, § 272, the Change Management Process, the ROC OSS test results, and data reconciliation.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

10. The Qwest Corporation Motion to Consider Alternative Scheduling Proposal is denied.

11. Response time to Qwest Corporation’s motion is waived.
