Statement and Findings of Fact:

1. On May 13, 2002, the City of Cortez filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services and a Letter of Registration to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services.

2. Commission Staff has learned that the City of Cortez does not plan to offer any regulated telecommunications services.  Therefore, a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity and a Letter of Registration are not required.

3. On May 24, 2002, the City of Cortez sent a letter to the Commission requesting that the application be withdrawn.  As grounds for the request, the City of Cortez states that it will be offering high speed data transmission services, not voice services over the public switched network.
