Statement

This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Joint Motion for Enlargement of Time by Commission Staff, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, and NOW Communications, Inc. (“NOW”).  The motion requests an extension of time to August 19, 2002 within which the parties may submit their agreement for resolving outstanding issues in this case.  Good cause having been stated, the motion is granted.  The parties shall submit their agreement on a plan to resolve the issues remaining in this proceeding (e.g., the manner in which NOW will refund certain overcharges to customers) on or before August 19, 2002.  If no agreement is reached, the parties shall file their comments regarding suggested procedures to resolve this case by that date.
