I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On May 20, 2002, Elite Telephone Company, Inc. (“Elite”), filed an application seeking approval of a proposed transfer of assets and control from Elite Acquisition Corp. (“Elite-A”) to Elite. 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-25-8.  

2. Elite has received authority from this Commission to offer both competitive local exchange services and emerging competitive services (Decision No. R98-151). Elite has an effective tariff on file with the Commission. 

3. The Commission authorized a transfer of control involving a majority equity interest from Elite to Elite-A in Decision No. C00-956.  Elite-A obtained 51 percent equity ownership interest in Elite while Elite’s prior corporate parent retained 49 percent equity ownership.

4. Elite–A filed for bankruptcy protection and the Judge in that case (Number 01-12469 SBB, U.S. Bankruptcy Court for the District of Colorado) ordered that the stock held by Elite-A be returned to Elite’s Parent, Sunwest Communications, Inc. (“Sunwest”).  Sunwest will again be the owner of all of Elite’s common stock.

5. Notice of the application was posted on the Commission’s web site on May 30, 2002.  Interventions were due on or before June 19, 2002.  None were filed.

B. Discussion

6. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

7. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer of control is not contrary to the public interest. 

8. The Commission finds that Elite has complied with 4 CCR 723-25-8 and will grant authority for the transfer requested.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

9. The application by Elite Telephone Company, Inc., is deemed complete.

10. The application to approve the transfer of ownership and controlling interest of Elite Telephone, Company, Inc., is granted.

11. The obligation of Elite Telephone Company, Inc., to file an annual report with the Commission and contribute to all applicable Colorado funds for the period up until the effective date of this Order remains.  These funds include the Public Utilities Commission’s Fixed Utilities Fund, the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism Fund, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, and the Emergency Telephone Access Act Program. 

12. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
