BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. In Commission Decision No. C02-735, mailed June 28, 2002, we asked for comments from participants in the Colorado Performance Assurance Plan docket on the following proposed language and penalty amounts for the competitive local exchange carrier (“CLEC”) affecting changes:

Qwest Initiated Product/Process Changes

Failure to meet the CMP deliverables defined in Section 5.4 of Exhibit G to the SGAT (Change Management Process Document) shall result in a payment by Qwest to the affected CLEC(s) as follows:

Level 1 change - $500
Level 2 change - $1,000
Level 3 change - $5,000  
Level 4 change - $10,000

The deliverables subject to penalty shall include the due dates associated with:  initial notification, CLEC comment period, Qwest reply period, final notification and implementation, when applicable.

2. Participants’ comments on this proposal were due July 10, 2002. However, on July 9, 2002, Qwest Corporation, (“Qwest”) filed a Motion for One Week Extension of Time to Provide Comments. In its Motion, Qwest states that as the result of heavy involvement in the ongoing Federal Communications Commission proceedings to review Qwest’s application for § 271 relief, and individuals’ travel schedules, Qwest has not had an opportunity to complete its analysis, and prepare comments within the timeframe set forth in the Commission’s decision.

3. Qwest requests a one week extension of time, up to and including July 17, 2002, within which to file its comments in response to Decision No. C02-735.

4. Qwest also states that it would not oppose the same extension of time for any other party filing comments.

5. We find that Qwest has stated good cause to grant the motion for extension of time.

II.
ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. The Motion for Extension of Time filed by Qwest Corporation is granted for all participants’ comments. Comments on the Colorado Peformance Assurance Plan proposal will now be due on July 17, 2002.

7. Response time to the motion is waived.
