I.
BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. On June 27, 2002, Durango Transportation, Inc., filed Time Schedule No. 4.  Time Schedule No. 4 contained an issue date of June 21 but no effective date.  

2. Staff contacts to correct the matter have not resulted in the publication of a time schedule with an effective date.  Further, although Time Schedule No. 4 publishes building names, no addresses for these stations at which the public may access the “scheduled service” are published, and the schedule contains a qualifying statement that reads “Flag stops will be determined by public need.”

3. It is unclear then, whether or not Durango Transportation, Inc., intends to operate this scheduled service, when the service is to begin, and which stops are to be flag stops and which are not. 

4. Rules 31(a) and (d) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, prescribe in Appendix A, Tariff Circular No. 1 the form in which Time Schedule No. 4 must be published.  More specifically, §12(c)(4) requires addresses of each “station, depot and terminal” on a carrier’s route to be published, § 12(c)(5) requires a statement of “any other information, which may include flagstops §12(d)(4) requires issue and effective dates.  

5. The Commission finds that Durango Transportation, Inc.’s Time Schedule No. 4, does not conform to the Commission’s Tariff Circular No. 1, as contained in Appendix A of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  Sections 40-3-103 and 40-6-111(3), C.R.S., allow the Commission to prescribe the form of tariff filings and to reject the filings for non-conformity, respectively.  Time Schedule No. 4 can therefore be rejected. 

II.
ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. Time Schedule No. 4, of Durango Transportation, Inc., is rejected.
