BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On July 15, 2002, MCImetro Access Transmission Services LLC (MCImetro) filed an application for waiver of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission’s Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-25.4, which requires local exchange providers to offer a local PIC freeze option to basic local exchange customers.  MCImetro also requested that the waiver application be granted a shortened notice of 10 days, rather than 30 days.

2. MCImetro is providing residential and small business services via unbundled network elements-platform.  MCImetro states that its operational support systems are not able to perform the local PIC freeze function at this time.  The systems are expected to be updated within one year.

3. MCImetro requests the Commission waive the requirement in Rule 4 CCR 723-2-25.4 for a period of one year, or until MCImetro’s operational support systems are able to perform the local PIC freeze function.

4. On July 17, 2002, the Commission, by minute entry, granted a shortened notice of ten days.

5. Notice of the application was sent to interested parties on July 17, 2002.  Interventions were due on or before July 29, 2002.  None were filed.

B. Discussion

Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and grants the application for waiver.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

6. The waiver application is deemed complete.

7. MCImetro Access Transmission Services LLC’s application for waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-25.4 is granted, subject to the terms and conditions stated by the company in the application.  Specifically, the waiver shall be effective for a period of one year, or until MCImetro Access Transmission Services LLC’s operational support system has the capablility to perform the local PIC freeze function.
