Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) by Inmate Phone Systems Corporation (IPSC).  The application for RRR is addressed to Decision No. C02-731.  In that decision, we revoked the registration of certain telecommunications resellers including IPSC, for failure to file an annual report for year 2000.  IPSC, in its application for RRR, states that it failed to file the required annual report due to administrative oversight.  IPSC further states that it has now filed the required report.  Therefore, IPSC argues, the public interest would not be served by revoking its registration, especially since it is now providing service to customers in Colorado.

2. We grant the application for RRR (reluctantly).  We do so with the understanding that IPSC will timely comply with all Commission reporting requirements in the future.
