Statement

1. On July 1, 2002, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed a motion with the Commission for an order accepting the late filing of the First Amendment to the Combined Amended and Restated On-System Power Purchase Agreement (Restructured Contract) between Public Service and Thermo Cogeneration Partnership, L.P.

2. As grounds for its motion, Public Service maintained that it was unable to meet the deadline of June 28, 2002 as extended by the Commission because it experienced copier difficulties that prevented it from getting its filing to the Commission before 5:00 p.m. on June 28, 2002.  Therefore, Public Service requested an additional day to July 1, 2002 to file the Restructured Contract as amended.

3. We find that Public Service has shown sufficient grounds to grant its motion.

A. The Commission Orders That:

4. The Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for a one day extension of time to July 1, 2002 to file the First Amendment to the Combined Amended and Restated On-System Power Purchase Agreement between Public Service Company of Colorado and Thermo Cogeneration Partnership, L.P. is granted.
