A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On March 9, 2002, several revisions to San Miguel Power Association’s (SMPA) PUC Tariff No. 4 were approved by the Commission in accordance with the company’s filed Advice Letter Nos. 87 and 88.  One of the revisions cancelled the Rules and Regulations portion of the tariff.

2. SMPA later determined that it did not intend to cancel the Rules and Regulations portion of its PUC Tariff No. 4.

3. SMPA filed Application No. 02L-385E on July 23, 2002 and amendment to the application on August 2, 2002, to reinstate the inadvertently cancelled Rules and Regulations portion of its PUC Tariff No. 4.

B. Discussion

1. PUC Staff reviewed the resubmitted portions of the tariff, and noted several minor changes that needed to be made to update the document and to make it grammatically correct.  SMPA incorporated those changes in its amended application filed August 2, 2002.

2. Staff notes that Rules and Regulations are a required part of any electric utility’s tariff.  Except for the minor changes SMPA made to update the Rules and Regulations, they are identical to the pages that were inadvertently cancelled by SMPA in Advice Letter No. 87.

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. San Miguel Power Association’s Application No. 02L-385E, filed on less-than-statutory notice and as amended, is accepted to allow the filed pages to become part of its PUC Tariff No. 4.

2. San Miguel Power Association is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice, the tariff pages attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Order.  The tariff pages shall become effective on the date stated in the filing.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
