I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On June 14, 2002, Pikes Peak Tours & Charters, Inc., doing business as Gray Line of Colorado Springs (Gray Line), filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in charter service, between all points in the Counties of El Paso, Fremont, and Pueblo, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  This application was restricted as follows:  (1) Against the performance of taxi service; and (2) Against the use of vehicles having a Manufacturer's Rated Seating Capacity of 12 or less, excluding the driver.

2. No petitions to intervene or otherwise participate were filed in Docket No. 02A-345CP.  Therefore, this application for permanent authority was a noncontested proceeding.  The Commission vacated the hearing set for September 5, 2002, and granted Gray Line a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity in Decision No. C02-0885 on August 14, 2002.

3. On August 2, 2002, Gray Line filed a Motion for Award of Permanent Authority.

4. Because the Commission has granted the application for permanent authority, Gray Line’s Motion for Award of Permanent Authority, filed August 2, 2002, is moot.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. The Motion for Award of Permanent Authority is denied as moot.
