Statement

This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion to Stay Proceedings and Request for Waiver of Response Time by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), and the Motion to Stay Hearing on Complaint in Docket No. 02F-434G Pending Finalization of Docket No. 01F-071G by Melody Homes, The Ryland Group Inc., KB Home Colorado, Inc., Village Homes of Colorado, Inc., Shea Homes Limited Partnership, and The Writer Corporation.  The motions request a stay of all proceedings in this case pending a Commission decision on Public Service’s Motion to Dismiss in Docket No. 01F-071G.  The parties agree that the relief sought by complainants in this case is identical to that sought in Docket No. 01F-071G.  In fact, the parties agree, the present docket was initiated by complainants in response to assertions by Public Service, in Docket No. 01F-071G, that the complainant there does not have standing to bring a claim for reparations. This stay shall remain in effect until further Commission order granting a motion for reactivation of this docket by one of the parties to this case.
