I. By the commission

A. Statement:

1. On July 25, 2001, Bachelor Gulch Village Resort And Spa Condominium Association (Bachelor Gulch) filed an application for exemption from rate regulation as a gas master meter operator under § 40‑1‑103.5, C.R.S.

2. The Commission issued the notice of application filed on July 29, 2002.  On August 8, 2002 Bachelor Gulch filed an amended application with a request for a shortened notice period for re-notice.  The Commission issued the re-notice on August 22, 2002 with the notice period shortened to August 28, 2002.  Kinder Morgan, Inc. filed a request for intervention to the application on August 27, 2002.  Kinder Morgan, Inc. intervened as a matter of right but did not state the reason for its intervention except “as its interests may appear”, and does not otherwise oppose the application.  The Commission has reviewed the application and will deem it complete.  The Commission will, therefore, decide this matter without hearing pursuant to  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

3. Upon review of the application, the Commission finds that Bachelor Gulch will be providing gas service through a master meter in compliance with the provisions of §40-1-103.5, C.R.S.   Bachelor Gulch will be receiving gas service from Kinder Morgan, Inc. and in turn will provide a like service to the 23 units of Bachelor Gulch Village Resort And Spa Condominium Association, P.O. Box 959, Avon, CO 81620. 

4. Bachelor Gulch agreed that if granted this application of exemption from rate regulation as a master meter operator, it will comply with all applicable requirements of Rule 31 of the Rules Regulating the Service of Gas Utilities, 4 CCR 723-3.  

5. The Commission finds that the application for exemption from rate regulation as a master meter operator under public utility law is in the public interest and should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. The application of Bachelor Gulch Village Resort And Spa Condominium Association, for exemption from rate regulation as a gas master meter operator is deemed complete and granted.

7. The motion to intervene by Kinder Morgan, Inc. is granted. 

8. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
