I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On August 21, 2002, TTI National, Inc. (TTI), filed an application for a waiver of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission’s requirements found in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-25. 

2. The grounds for this request are: (a) TTI is a wholly-owned subsidiary of WorldCom, Inc., and is a registered toll reseller in Colorado; (b) PT-1 Communications and PT-1 Long Distance (PT-1) is a registered toll reseller in Colorado. PT-1 filed voluntary Chapter 11 Bankruptcy petitions with the United States Bankruptcy Court for the District of New York on May 9, 2001; (c) On March 7, 2002, an auction was held at which MCI WorldCom Network Services, Inc. (MWNSI), a subsidiary of WorldCom, Inc., bid for PT-1's assets; (d) The Bankruptcy Court entered an order authorizing the sale of all of PT-1's assets to MWNSI, transferrable to TTI at closing; (e) TTI proposes to issue a notice to each of PT-1's presubscribed customers in compliance with Rule 47 C.F.R § 64.1120(e)(1) of the Federal Communications Commission. In addition, TTI will send an additonal notice to customers with information concerning TTI's services and rates as well as notice that on or after December 31, 2002, all "1+" calls from telephone numbers previously served by PT-1 will be completed by TTI, unless the customer wishes to choose another carrier; and (f) TTI will initially offer services that are comparable in quality and at the same rates that PT-1 currently offers its long distance customers for a period of at least 60 days.

3. It is proposed that customers presubscribed to PT-1 will be transferred without further authorization to TTI if the customer has not chosen a different long distance carrier by December 31, 2002.  This will ensure that toll services are not interrupted.

4. TTI requested that the Commission allow for shortened notice to 10 days rather than the normal 30-day notice, which was granted by minute entry at the Commissioners’ Weekly meeting on August 22, 2002.  

B. Discussion

5. Based on the contents of the application, the time line for the waiver was not clear.  Therefore, the Commission is construing this to be a temporary waiver of the Rules. The Commission recommends a temporary waiver of the rule until March 1, 2003. 

6. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and grants the application for the temporary waiver.  

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

7. The waiver application is deemed complete.

8. TTI National, Inc.'s waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-25 is granted, subject to the terms and conditions stated by the company in the application.  Specifically, the waiver shall be effective until March 1, 2003.
