Statement

1. By prior order in this docket, we requested comment from the parties regarding how the Commission should proceed in these remanded proceedings.
  The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Commission Staff (Staff) submitted joint comments on August 19, 2002.  Those joint comments state that no further hearings are required.  According to the OCC and Staff, the present record is sufficient for the Commission to resolve all remaining issues.  NOW Communications, Inc., did not dispute the OCC's and Staff's statements.

The OCC and Staff also suggest that the parties should be allowed to file initial and reply briefs addressing 

certain issues identified in the joint comments.  Good grounds having been stated, we accept this suggestion.  The parties shall file simultaneous initial and reply briefs addressing those issues identified in the August 19, 2002 joint comments on the dates specified below.
