Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On January 4, 2002, Lake Durango Water Company, Inc., amended its Advice Letter No. 6 to include a commitment to file a Water Conservation Rate with the Commission prior to March 31, 2002; and, to file for a general rate hearing before the Commission on or before September 30, 2002.

2. On March 28, 2002, Lake Durango Water Company, Inc., filed Advice Letter No. 7 to implement a multi-tiered conservation rate.  The advice letter included a commitment by the company to file for a general rate review by September 30, 2002.

3. On May 17, 2002, Lake Durango Water Company, Inc., filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the implementation of a temporary water curtailment plan.  Citing the existing drought conditions throughout the state, the company proposed to limit outside watering in stages.  Lake Durango Water Company, Inc., further acknowledged its intent to file a rate case on or before September 30, 2002

4. On September 23, 2002, Lake Durango Water Company, Inc., filed a written request with the Commission for an extension of time, until November 30, 2002, to file its rate case.  The company cited that it had been discussing availability of water and water rates with various local homeowners’ groups and the La Plata County Commissioners.  The company noted that communications with these groups has been improving and, in that light, a more “community acceptable rate” may be developed.  Additionally, the company’s request for an extension cited efforts to resolve other issues which have been identified in these meetings.

5. It is in the public interest to grant the application.

ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

6. Lake Durango Water Company, Inc.’s request for an extension of time, until November 30, 2002, to file proposed rates and comprehensive financial information to support the proposed rates for the Commission’s consideration in establishing just and reasonable water rates to its customers is granted.
