I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On August 29, 2002 Metro Taxi, Inc. filed a rate proposal with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission). In conjunction with that filing, Metro Taxi, Inc., Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab, Super Shuttle Airport Vans and Freedom Cab jointly filed a request for a waiver from the provisions of 4 CCR 723-31-26.4.4 that require an automatic recalculation of zones rates to and from Denver International Airport.  

2. The only parties affected by this matter are Metro Taxi, Inc., Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab, Super Shuttle Airport Vans and Freedom Cab.  The notification of the rates matter was published on September 6, 2002, by the Denver Newspaper Agency.  The Commission received no protest on this matter.

3. The parties request this waiver because the rates resulting from recalculating would create a hardship to the public at this time.   

4. On September 25, 2002, the Commission decided to allow the Metro Taxi, Inc., rate matter proposal to go into affect by operation of law, in this case October 1, 2002.    

5. Pursuant to 4 CCR 723-1-59 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedures and 4 CCR 723-31-29 of The Rules and Regulations Governing Motor Vehicle Common Carriers of Passengers a waiver of Rule 4 CCR 723-31-26.4.4 may granted in the case of hardship.  Based on the information submitted the Commission finds that a hardship exists.  We therefore grant the requested waiver. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. The request of Metro Taxi, Inc., Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab, Super Shuttle Airport Vans and Freedom Cab, Inc., for a waiver from Rule 723-31-26.4.4 of The Rules and Regulations Governing Motor Vehicle Common Carriers of Passengers, is granted until futher joint action by the affected parties. 

7. This Decision shall be effective on its mailed date.
