BY THE COMMISSION

Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On September 23, 2002, Teligent Services, Inc. (Teligent or Company), filed a Request for Extension of “Suspension” Period and Request for Waiver or Variance to the extent Necessary.

2. Teligent is not seeking to cancel its authority as it intends to offer jurisdictional services in the future following a Chapter 11 reorganization process.  The Company filed a voluntary petition for protection in the U.S. Bankruptcy Court for the Southern District of New York on May 21, 2001.

3. Supplemental information provided by Teligent stated that the term of the extension of the suspension requested is one year.

II.
ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

4. Teligent Services Inc.’s authority to offer regulated telecommunications services will be suspended for the period not exceeding one year from the adoption date of this Decision.  This suspension will not preclude Teligent Services, Inc., from reactivating its tariff during the suspension period.

5. Teligent Services Inc., shall make a compliance filing on one day’s notice that includes a cover page for its existing tariff.  The language shall state that pursuant to this Decision, its tariff is suspended for the time period described in ordering paragraph 1 above.  If Teligent Services, Inc., does not reactivate its tariff by the end of the time period, the tariff will be withdrawn by the Commission.

6. If Teligent Services Inc., desires to reactivate its authority during the suspension period, it shall make an advice letter filing with the Commission.  The tariff as it exists will be reactivated following its filing on not less than 14 days’ notice. 

7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
