I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On September 19, 2002, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle), filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55686.  In this application SuperShuttle requests to remove the maximum vehicle sizes restrictions for specific scheduled, charter, and call-and-demand limousine service named in CPCN No. 55686.  The restrictions from which the maximum vehicle sizes are to be removed are (1)(B) and (1)(C) to Item I for scheduled service, (2)(B) and (2)(D) to Item II for call-and-demand limousine service, and (3)(A)(1) and (3)(B)(1) to Item III for charter service.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on September 23, 2002.

3. There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.

4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."
5. SuperShuttle must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If SuperShuttle fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

6. Two letters, written by employees of hotels in downtown Denver, and one letter, written by an employee of a hotel in the Denver Technology Center, were filed in support of this application.  The director of Operations of the Denver City Center Marriott Hotel states “hotel staff and meeting coordinators believe there is an urgent and immediate need for Super Shuttle to be able to use vehicles larger than 20 passenger vans, such as mini-buses and motor coaches, to provide scheduled hotel service for large arrivals and departures, as well as charters and call and demand services.”  The general manager of Adam’s Mark, and the Executive Assistant of the Hyatt Regency Tech Center both express a similar “immediate and urgent need” for SuperShuttle to use vehicles with a seating capacity of 20 passengers or more.
7. SuperShuttle was granted emergency temporary authority to remove the maximum vehicle sizes restrictions for specific scheduled, charter, and call-and-demand limousine service named in CPCN No. 55686 by Decision No. C02-0913 in Docket 02A-427CP-Extension-ETA on August 29, 2002.  This temporary authority application requests to remove the same restrictions granted by Decision No. C02-0913 for an additional 150 days.
8. In support of this application, SuperShuttle states it “has rebuilt its fleet since August 7, 2002, and has resumed full scheduled, call-and-demand limousine and charter service to the public within its authorities.  Included within the fleet are two 21-passenger vehicles, one 24-passenger vehicle, and two 27-passenger vehicles.  These have been essential to providing expeditious service to the public during periods of large demand for all three types of service since August 7, 2002.  The need to use them will continue indefinitely following expiration of the ETA in order to meet the public’s demand to transport large numbers of people over short time periods.”
C. Conclusions

9. An immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation services has been shown to exist, and no other carrier has been shown to be capable of providing the service.

10. SuperShuttle has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

11. This application for temporary authority is in the public interest.

12. SuperShuttle is advised that the grant of a temporary authority creates no presumption that a permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

13. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. is granted temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55686 for a period of 150 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the Appendix.

14. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.

15. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. shall not extend operations until it has filed the appropriate tariff and notice in writing has been received from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.

16. If SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary authority to extend operations shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

17. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all transient hotels and motels located in the following described area:  beginning at the intersection of East Arizona Avenue and Colorado Boulevard; thence south along Colorado Boulevard, as extended, to its intersection with County Line Road; thence east along County Line Road, as extended, to its intersection with Tower Road, as extended; thence north along Tower Road, as extended, to its intersection with 56th Avenue; thence west along 56th Avenue to its intersection with Havana Street; thence south along Havana Street to its intersection with East Arizona Avenue; thence west along East Arizona Avenue to the point of beginning; and

D.
Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all transient hotels and motels located in the following described area:  beginning at the intersection of Martin Luther King Boulevard and Quebec Street; thence west on Martin Luther King Boulevard to its intersection with Holly Street; thence north on Holly Street, as extended, to its intersection with 56th Avenue; thence east along 56th Avenue, as extended, to Quebec Street; thence south along Quebec Street to the point of beginning.
Restrictions:  Item I(A) is resricted to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of not less than nine passengers, including the driver.

II.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, 

A.
Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and all points located within a one-mile radius of the intersection of Colfax Avenue and Broadway, on the other hand;
B.  Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all transient hotels and motels and all bus stations and railway stations, within an area bounded as follows:  commencing at 20th Street and Broadway; thence northwest along 20th Street to Wynkoop Street; thence southwest along Wynkoop Street to Speer Boulevard; thence northwest on Speer Boulevard to Alcott Street; thence south on Alcott Street to 26th Avenue; thence east on 26th Avenue to Zuni Street; thence north on Zuni Street to Speer Boulevard; thence southeast along Speer Boulevard to West Colfax Avenue; thence east on West Colfax Avenue to Broadway; thence south on Broadway to 10th Avenue; thence east on 10th Avenue to Logan Street; thence north on Logan Street to 20th Avenue; thence west on 20th Avenue to Broadway; thence north on Broadway to the point of beginning;
C.  Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all transient hotels and motels located in the following described area:  beginning at the intersection of East Arizona Avenue and Colorado Boulevard; thence south along Colorado Boulevard, as extended, to its intersection with County Line Road; thence east along County Line Road, as extended, to its intersection with Tower Road, as extended; thence north along Tower Road, as extended, to its intersection with 56th Avenue; thence west along 56th Avenue to its intersection with Havana Street; thence south along Havana Street to its intersection with East Arizona Avenue; thence west along East Arizona Avenue to the point of beginning;

D.
Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all transient hotels and motels located in the following described area:  beginning at the intersection of Martin Luther King Boulevard and Quebec Street; thence west on Martin Luther King Boulevard to its intersection with Holly Street; thence north on Holly Street, as extended, to its intersection with 56th Avenue; thence east along 56th Avenue, as extended, to Quebec Street; thence south along Quebec Street to the point of beginning.
Restrictions:  Item II(A) is resricted to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of not less than nine passengers, including the driver.
III.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in charter service, 

A.
Between all points in the area comprised of the Counties of Denver, Adams, Arapahoe, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand;

B.
Between all points within the City and County of Denver, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points within the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

Restrictions:  Item III(A) is resricted to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of not less than nine passengers, including the driver.
